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Supplies needed for class:

· Three ring binder

· Red pen, Pencil, Paper

· Compass, ruler, and protractor (Geometry)
· A basic scientific calculator

Grade Breakdown of the final grade:

· Tests & Quizzes are worth 65% (Tests are given every 4-5 sections)

· Homework, Group, and Projects 35%

Homework Policy:

· Students will grade their own homework assignments with a red pen only

· Homework will be graded during ever class period and is worth a total of 5 points

· 1 point for Name, Class, Date, Assignment

· 3 points for 75% of the assignment completed

· 1 point for corrections made with a red pen

   NOTE: No late HW assignments will be accepted unless discussed with be before due

Extra Credit:

· Memorizing Pi

· Orally

· 20 digits - 5 points

· 40 digits – 10 points

· 60 digits – 15 points

· 80 digits – 20 points

· Thus there will be 5 points for each additional 20 digits (y = 1/4 x)

Extra Credit will be added to the “homework” portion of your grades.  Pi has to be recited 2 consecutive school days.

This is the only extra credit activity allowed in my classes. You may receive credit for this activity once every SEMESTER. But you may “upgrade” to more digits at any time.

· Here are 500 digits of pi

· Pi is the circumference (perimeter around) of a circle divided by its diameter (width)
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The most accurate version of pi: A computer scientist in Japan has broken all previous records for calculating Pi using only a personal computer.  The previous record was approximately 2.7 trillion digits, but the new record of 5 trillion took 90 days on Shigeru Kondo's desktop.

Memorizing pi: Akira Haraguchi, 60, a Japanese mental health counselor needed more than 16 hours to recite the pi to 100,000 decimal places, breaking his personal best of 83,431 digits set in 1995.
